FdJA Early Years (0-8yrs) (Professional Practice)
pathway option (UCAS Code: FDEY) meets the
requirements for Early Years Educator (EYE
approved qualification) (including over 770 hours
of practice in an Ofsted registered setting which
can be paid employment). This enables students to
meet the “full and relevant” approved qualification
requirement for practice in an early years setting.

METHODS OF ASSESSMENT
